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TRAIL RULES 
OF VVX 2025
Friday, May 30





GENERAL

The Volvic Volcanic Experience (VVX) event, which will take place on 28, 29, 30 and 31 May 2025, is organised by the Volvic Volcanic association, whose headquarters are located at 5 Rue des Sources – Le Goulet, 63530 Volvic. The running part of the event meets the regulations for races outside the stadium.


PLACE

The organisation (reception, starts, finishes, podium, entertainment village) is located on the site of the Volvic source (near the Volvic Origine Information Centre), Rue des Sources – Le Goulet, 63530 Volvic. However, no vehicle parking spaces are available on site. Spaces provided for this purpose will be available, in particular at the sports complex (Gymnase Champleboux) located avenue de la Liberté, 63530 Volvic, as well as on the other sites planned by the municipality of Volvic (rue du Chancelas, Z.A. de Champloup, car park in the historic centre, stadium car park, Dojo car park, etc.). Access to the organization site will be on foot or through a free shuttle service.


The essential points to know in our opinion:

· Registration deadline: 25/05/2025


· Mandatory PPS with validity of less than 3 months. For the XGTV, you will be asked for a specific certificate.


· Bib collection: 
· Thursday, May 29, 2025 from 11 a.m. to 7 p.m. 
· Friday, May 30, 2025 from 2 a.m. to 4:45 a.m. and from 7:00 a.m. to 9:45 a.m.


· Each bib is given individually to each runner on presentation:
· Your photo ID
· From your race bag and on presentation of all the mandatory equipment for the distances of 82km, 111km, 224km.


· Time barriers are applied on the 111km and 82km races: 

▶ 1st barrier of the 111 km and 82 km: at 9:30 am at the top of the Puy de Dôme (at km 29) for the 111 km and at 11:30 am for the 82 km (at km 27).

▶ 2nd barrier of the 111 km: at 3:00 pm on the access road to the Puy de Dôme, at the level of the automatic barrier of the Chemin des Gouris (at the refreshment station and at the start of the 2nd relay runner for the duo relays; km 62). Access to the refreshment station on foot from the Panoramique des Dômes car park (in the direction of the Puy de Dôme).

▶ 3rd barrier of the 111 km / 2nd barrier of the 82 km: at 7:30 pm at the aid station located on the edge of the level crossing PN339 (labelled IF – Sud Lambertèche – Charbonnières les Varennes) (at km 88) for the 111 km and at 7:30 pm (at km 59) for the 82 km.

▶ 4th barrier of the 111 km/ 3rd barrier of the 82 km: at 9:00 pm at the Manoir de Veygoux refreshment station (at km 98) for the 111 km and at 9:00 pm (at km 69) for the 82 km.

To be allowed to continue the event, the riders must leave the checkpoint before the set deadline.















REGISTRATION, DEADLINE AND DOCUMENTS TO BE PROVIDED
For all races, registration must be made before May 25, 2025 using the link on our website http://www.volvic-vvx.com/ or on www.sportips.fr within the limit of available places. No on-site registration is planned except for the VVX Kids Trail, subject to availability.

· Payment for the registration must be made only by credit card before May 25, 2025 and must be complete. No payment will be accepted on site,

· The documents to be provided (licences, medical certificate or PPS) must be downloaded from your personal file before 15 May 2025. No documents will be allowed at the collection of bibs.

· The registration file must be complete, paid for and documented by May 25, 2025  at the latest. Otherwise, the registration will be cancelled and not refunded.
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Supporting document : in accordance with Article II-A-4 of the regulations for non-stadium events and with reference to Article L231-2-1 of the Sports Code, participation in our competition is conditional on the presentation of:

· An Athletics Competition, Athletics Running, or a Pass Running participation ticket issued by the FFA valid on the date of our event;

· Or a sports licence, valid on the date of our event, issued by a federation only approved, on which the  non-contraindication to the practice of athletics in competition or running or sport in competition  must appear by any means; by one of the following federations:

· Federation of Defence Clubs (FCD)
· French Federation of Adapted Sport (FFSA)
· French Handisport Federation (FFH)
· National Police Sports Federation (FSPN)
· ASPTT Sports Federation
· Sports and Cultural Federation of France (FSCF)
· Sports and Gymnastics Federation of Labour (FSGT)
· French Union of Secular Works of Physical Education (UFOLEP)

· Or a medical certificate of no contraindication to the practice of competitive sport, or the practice of competitive athletics or competitive running, dated less than one year (on the date of the event; dated no more than 31/05/2024) or a copy thereof; with the doctor's signature, stamp and ordinal number.

· Or the presentation of a health prevention course (PPS), valid in the three months preceding the event (i.e. dated 1 March 2025 at the latest). 
However, the organization reminds us that trail running is an important and substantial effort. It is therefore strongly recommended that people with cardiac or respiratory pathologies consult a doctor before participating in the event.


The documents (PPS number, license number, for the XGTV: specific certificate) will be indicated in your registration form on the Sportips platform.




SAFETY AND INSTRUCTIONS TO FOLLOW
All VVX runners undertake to cover the planned distance and route in the best sporting spirit. They undertake to respect the rules of the highway code. Volunteers will be placed in places that require vigilance and competitors will have to obey all their orders and instructions, especially for crossing lanes open to traffic. The organizer cannot be sought or worried in the event of non-compliance with all these instructions.

Medical supervision is provided by doctors and an association of first-aiders with several first aid stations at strategic points specified by posters in the race village. A runner who calls on a doctor or a first aid worker submits to his authority and undertakes to accept his decisions. In the event of a problem on the courses, each participant must report it. The organisation can in no way be held responsible in the event of physical or psychological failure.

The participants undertake to respect the decisions that the organisers may take in an emergency situation or for the modalities relating to the organisation of the event. In the event of bad weather conditions (rain, fog, etc.), epidemic or for any other major reason, the organisers reserve the right to modify the circuits or cancel the races or hikes, even at the last minute.

In order to protect the health of the competitors, their entourage, volunteers and the public, the organizer will scrupulously respect all the injunctions and instructions imposed by the administrative authority concerning the health crisis caused by the COVID 19 virus, if recommendations in this sense are necessary at the time of the races. These measures are now specified in the "Guide of health recommendations for the organisation of races and the fight against the spread of the COVID 19 virus" issued by the French Athletics Federation on 21 July 2020. Reference should be made to this document. It is specified that the protective measures concerned may lead to significant changes in the organisation of events, in the route and schedule of races and hikes, in the number of participants, in the procedures to be respected and even their outright cancellation. Each participant undertakes to comply with these administrative measures, present and those that may be taken in the future, without any reservation. No refund can be requested from the organizer as a result.

It is strictly forbidden to leave your waste (tubes containing gels, paper, organic waste, plastic packaging, etc.) on the route. Garbage cans are available at each aid station and must be used. The race marshals carry out flying checks on the courses.

All participants must keep their waste and packaging until they can be disposed of in the bins provided at the refreshment stations. The organization encourages runners to bring a waste pouch to carry their waste to the next aid station. They must be used in particular to collect the papers used during an urgent need along the trails (mandatory collection). It is imperative to follow the paths as they are signposted, without cutting them so as not to cause damaging erosion of the site.

Some passages of the proposed routes take private paths that are only accessible on the day of the event. As such, the recording of routes by any means whatsoever, for purposes other than strictly personal, is prohibited. Therefore, the disclosure of these traces on the internet and social networks or elsewhere is to be avoided.


The organization declines all responsibility in the event of loss, theft or damage to equipment. 
All runners must be equipped with the equipment detailed in the "Equipment" section.
The organisation reserves the right to set time limits (time barriers), to modify certain sections or all of the events if the weather conditions are likely to jeopardise the health or safety of the participants, and to stop, on medical advice, any runner showing signs of physical failure.

The time limits of our rules are subject to change in the event of a partial modification of the route; decided by any administrative authority at the time of validation of our courses. Thus, it is important to refer to the regulations or other means of communication, a few days before the races to know the final times of these barriers.

All runners undertake on their honour not to anticipate the start, to cover the full distance before crossing the finish line and to respect the race rules.

BIBS
The collection of bibs for trails and hikes takes place on the Goulet site, in the former Volvic factory (5 rue des Sources). The days and times are as follows:
Thursday 29 May 2025 from 11 am to 7 pm;
Friday, May 30, 2025 from 2 a.m. to 4:45 a.m. and from 7:00 a.m. to 9:45 a.m.

TRANSFERS:
Bibs can be transferred for the 111 km DUOS with presentation of a medical certificate of contraindication (no PPS):
· Before May 15, 2025, directly on the runner's page (hosted on the Sportips platform); in the "Transfer" option.
· Until D-Day; on site, at the Sportips hotline; on presentation of the copy of the identity of the runner who is returning his bib and a copy of his certificate of contraindication + the valid medical certificate of the new runner.

Bibs can only be transferred for SOLOS once, up to D-15 maximum of the event – i.e. May 15, 2025; directly in the runner registration form (hosted on the Sportips platform).
Beyond that, no transfer of registration is possible, regardless of the reason given. Runners who return their bib will be held responsible in the event of an accident occurring or caused by the substitute during the event.


CHANGES:
Course changes are possible up to 15 days before the event (i.e. 15 May 2025) to an incomplete race ; directly in the rider registration form (hosted on the Sportips platform); subject to availability.

Nevertheless:
→ If the transfer is to a shorter distance, it is not possible to be reimbursed for the difference. The difference can – on the other hand – be used to book options at the time of the change (e.g. a post-race meal); otherwise, it will be lost.
→ If the transfer is to a greater distance, the participant will have to pay the difference.

AJOUT D’OPTIONS
Runners can book a meal or activity until midnight of the proposed day.

IMPORTANT: Each bib is given individually to each runner on presentation:
· Your photo ID,
· From your race bag and on presentation of all the mandatory equipment for the distances of 82km, 111km, 224km. Plan to bring everything before boarding the free shuttles.

On the day of the race, the bib must be worn on the chest or stomach and must be visible at all times and in full during the entire race. It must therefore always be positioned above any clothing and cannot be attached to the bag or a leg under any circumstances.

SUPPLIES
The organization ensures the presence of solid supplies (depending on availability at the supplier and according to the time of day: cheese, cold meats, fruit paste, gingerbread, fruit, pound cake, mixed dried fruit, salty aperitif biscuits, etc.) and liquids (depending on the availability at the supplier and depending on the time of day: sweet drink, mineral water, sparkling water or in some cases:  coffee/soup/hot water) along the route. The refreshment stations are stocked with drinks and food to be consumed on site. The organization provides plain water for filling water bags. Make sure you have your individual cups with you, which are mandatory. The runner must ensure that he or she has the necessary amount of food and drink at the start of each refreshment station to reach the next refreshment point.

EQUIPMENT
Mandatory equipment for the trails according to the FFA Hors Stade regulations for the 82km & 111km:

· A headlamp with spare battery for the runners of the Chaîne des Puys-Faille de Limagne Trail Experience (111km) and the Terra Volcana Trail Experience (82km), solo and duo (for the first torchbearers),
· A solid or liquid energy product (energy bar or gel),
· A whistle,
· The bib specific to each runner worn visibly and in its entirety,
· The computer chip specific to each bib and each runner,
· A water reserve of at least 0.5 litres,
· Survival coverage to protect yourself or another competitor in the event of injury,
· A charged mobile phone for the 82 km and the 111 km,
· Eco-cup at the refreshment stations, no cup will be provided.

Additional mandatory equipment may be required by the race director depending on the weather forecast or for any other external parameters.

This will be:
· A rain jacket, waterproof windbreaker with long sleeves
· Long tights or capri tights (up to the knee) + long socks
· A cap or beanie or neck warmer to cover your head

The list of mandatory additional equipment will be specified the evening before the departures in the reception area and on the dedicated pages of social networks and website.
To be allowed to take the start, each competitor undertakes to possess and wear this mandatory safety equipment and to present it in its entirety when collecting the bib. Checks will be carried out on the starting line and on the course and randomly at the finish.

Advice:
· Check the weather forecast in the days leading up to the race and adapt your equipment to the forecasted conditions,
· Torchbearers: bring warm clothes for the wait - always respect the instructions of the organization,
· Passing through each intermediate point is mandatory.

ACCOMPANYING PERSONS:
Any help from accompanying persons or spectators  that is decisive to the race is forbidden and will lead to the disqualification of the participant (such as relieving the mandatory equipment, having his bag temporarily carried by a third party or using any means of transport during the race).

Apart from these decisive aids prohibited by the organization, it is still possible to be assisted to change a garment or to refuel with one's own food, but only in the vicinity of the aid stations (either 50 meters upstream or 50 meters downstream of these areas; because spectators cannot go to the aid stations).
For spectators accompanied by their dogs; The latter must be kept on a leash for the safety of the participants and are forbidden in the refreshment areas.

TIMING OF TRAILS, CHECKPOINTS AND TIME BARRIERS
The timing of the trails will be provided by an electronic device provided by SPORTIPS. Each competitor must install his bib and the electronic chip, provided by the organization as indicated in the "bibs" section without making any changes.

Electronic controls will be installed on the course. Competitors who are not registered at these checkpoints will be automatically disqualified.

TIME BARRIERS:
Time barriers are calculated to allow participants to reach the finish in the maximum time imposed, while making any stops (refuelling, etc.). These time barriers only apply for the 24km, 44km, 83km and 111km. 

Experience Trail Chaîne des Puys-Faille de Limagne (111 km) and Experience Trail Terra Volcana (82 km):

The time barriers are as follows:

▶ 1st barrier of the 111 km and 82 km: at 9:30 am at the top of the Puy de Dôme (at km 29) for the 111 km and at 11:30 am for the 82 km (at km 27).

▶ 2nd barrier of the 111 km: at 3:00 pm on the access road to the Puy de Dôme, at the level of the automatic barrier of the Chemin des Gouris (at the refreshment station and at the start of the 2nd relay runner for the duo relays; km 62). Access to the refreshment station on foot from the Panoramique des Dômes car park (in the direction of the Puy de Dôme).

▶ 3rd barrier of the 111 km / 2nd barrier of the 82 km: at 7:30 pm at the refreshment station located on the edge of the level crossing PN339 (labelled IF – Sud Lambertèche – Charbonnières les Varennes) (at km 88) for the 111 km and at 7:30 pm (at km 59) for the 82 km.

▶ 4th barrier of the 111 km/ 3rd barrier of the 82 km: at 9:00 pm at the Manoir de Veygoux refreshment station (at km 98) for the 111 km and at 9:00 pm (at km 69) for the 82 km.


To be allowed to continue the event, the riders must leave the checkpoint before the set deadline. The organization reserves the right to disqualify any competitor who is clearly unable to finish the event. Those who have been disqualified will be repatriated by the volunteer teams to the event village.
Any rider who is disqualified from the race will not be able to continue his course.
Any abandonment must be reported to the organization and can only be done (except for obvious medical reasons) at checkpoints.

For the relay races of the Ultra Trail Expérience Chaîne des Puys-Faille de Limagne, all relay runners must be left at the time of the time barrier. If, however, the expected relay runner has not yet arrived, he can finish his relay. The team will then be automatically ranked after the teams that have respected all the time barriers.

NOTE : The time limits of our rules are subject to change in the event of a partial modification of the route; decided by any administrative authority at the time of validation of our routes. Thus, it is important to refer to the regulations a few days before the races to know the final times of these barriers.


Details of the relay trails (subject to change):

The torchbearers will have to go to the relay areas by their own means. No transport service will be set up by the organisation to take the torchbearers to the relay areas.

Chaîne des Puys DUO relay experience details:

· 1st Relay: from the start of the Parc des Sources (Volvic) to the aid station on the access road to the Puy de Dôme, at the level of the automatic barrier ("toll station – chemin des Gouris"), i.e. 62km/2200D+

· 2nd Relay: from the access road to the Puy de Dôme, at the level of the automatic barrier ("toll station – chemin des Gouris") to the arrival at the Parc des Sources (Volvic), i.e. 49 km/1300 D+, access on foot from the car park of the panoramic des Dômes towards the Puy de Dôme.
Point GPS : Lat.° Lon.° 45.77003N 2.97991 E



ABANDONMENT
In the event of abandonment during a race, a runner must notify the person in charge of the nearest checkpoint and return his bib there. The person in charge of the checkpoint definitively invalidates his bib by collecting it. Competitors who give up and cannot return by their own means may be repatriated to the finish area by a shuttle of the organization, the waiting time of the latter will depend on its availability.
If a runner or hiker is taken care of by the organisation's or conventional rescue services, he or she is de facto under the authority of the rescue services and must interrupt his or her run if they so require.





CATEGORIES D’AGES
The age categories available for each course are as follows:

· Lava Stone Trail Experience (15 km): Runners born before 2007 inclusive (junior category)
· Volcanic Trail Experience (24 km): Runners born before 2005 inclusive (hopefuls category)
· Experience Trail Impluvium de Volvic (46 km): Runners born before 2005 inclusive (hopefuls category)
· Terra Volcana Trail Experience (82 km): Runners born before 2005 inclusive (hopefuls category)
- Experience Trail Chaîne des Puys-Faille de Limagne (111 km): Runners born before 2005 inclusive (hopefuls category)


PENALTY – DISQUALIFICATION FROM RACES:
By registering for one of the 6 trail races, runners commit to:

· Do not use any means of transport;
· Clock in at all checkpoints;
· Wear the bib so that it is visible during the entire event;
· Submit to anti-doping control; 
· Provide assistance to any participant in difficulty;
· Allow yourself to be examined by a doctor and respect his or her decision;
· Comply with these rules in their entirety.

Failure to comply with any of these rules by a rider results in immediate disqualification without any possibility of appealing this sanction.

TEST JURY:
It is composed of the organising committee, the medical team present at the race and the race director.

LEADERBOARDS AND AWARDS:
As the main purpose of the event's philosophy is to raise participants' awareness of the richness and preservation of an exceptional natural environment, the chronometric aspect and sporting performance is deliberately relegated to the background in favour of a personal experience made up of values of conviviality, surpassing oneself and osmosis with nature.
As a result, only the following people will be rewarded.

Volcanic Trail Experience : Prizes for the first 3 of the men's and women's scratch and prizes in each 1st category Man and Women's for the 1st hopeful, 1st senior, 1st M0 (35-39 years old), 1st M1 (40-44 years old), 1st M2 (45-49 years old), 1st M3 (50-54 years old), 1st M4 (55-59 years old), 1st M5 (60-64 years old), 1st M6 (65-69 years old),  etc... up to M10 (85-89 years old).

Volvic Impluvium Trail Experience: Prizes for the first 3 in the men's and women's scratch and prizes in each 1st category Man and Women's for 1st hopeful, 1st senior, 1st M0 (35-39 years old), 1st M1 (40-44 years old), 1st M2 (45-49 years old), 1st M3 (50-54 years old), 1st M4 (55-59 years old), 1st M5 (60-64 years old), 1st M6 (65-69 years old),  etc... up to M10 (85-89 years old).

Terra Volcana Trail Experience : Prizes for the first 3 of the men's and women's scratch and prizes in each 1st category Man and Women's for 1st hope, 1st senior, 1st M0 (35-39 years old), 1st M1 (40-44 years old), 1st M2 (45-49 years old), 1st M3 (50-54 years old), 1st M4 (55-59 years old), 1st M5 (60-64 years old), 1st M6 (65-69 years old),  etc... up to M10 (85-89 years old).

Trail Experience Chaîne des Puys-Faille de Limagne solo: Prizes for the first 3 of the scratch.Man and Woman and prizes to each 1st category Man and Woman for 1st hopeful, 1st senior, 1st M0 (35-39 years old), 1st M1 (40-44 years old), 1st M2 (45-49 years old), 1st M3 (50-54 years old), 1st M4 (55-59 years old), 1st M5 (60-64 years old), 1st M6 (65-69 years old), etc... up to M10 (85-89 years old).

Experience Trail Chaîne des Puys-Faille de Limagne duo : Prizes for the first duo team in the scratch and prizes for the 1st 100% female team and the 1st mixed team.

Only competitors present at the award ceremony will be able to claim the awards. No shipment of prizes is planned by the organization after the event.
No prize money is given apart from the 111 km prize money (which concerns the first 3 men in the scratch race and the first 3 women in the scratch race in the Solo event).
The results will be available on the event's website.

ANNULATION D’INSCRIPTION :
Subscription to the individual cancellation guarantee
At the time of your online registration on the Sportips.fr module, you can take out an Individual Cancellation Guarantee, which will allow you to be reimbursed for the amount of your registration (except for meal options, shuttle, visits, administrative and administrative costs, etc.) on request made before midnight on 27 May 2025 (i.e. 3 days before the event). Runners who have subscribed to the individual cancellation guarantee at the time of their registration will be able to cancel and be reimbursed without any justification in return (the refund request is made directly on the runner registration form of the SPORTIPS platform).
Please note, however : if you have not provided your mandatory supporting documents before 25 May 2025, your registration will be cancelled and not refunded. At this point, your individual cancellation guarantee will also lapse and end; without any possible recourse.

If you have not chosen this option, no refund can be made. As the name suggests, this guarantee is individual. In the event of a general cancellation or postponement of the event, the rules of the event or the special conditions decided by the organising team apply.
This individual cancellation guarantee is not transferable to the next edition. 
CANCELLATION OF RACES OR HIKES
In the event of force majeure, climatic events, natural disasters or any other circumstance endangering the safety of the competitors, the organization reserves the right to modify the circuit or cancel the event. In the event of cancellation of the event due to an epidemic, climatic event or natural disaster, no refund will be possible, a possible postponement of part of the registration fees may be considered for the following year.

INSURANCE / LIABILITY
The event is covered by a civil liability insurance taken out by the organizer. Licensees benefit from the guarantees granted by the insurance linked to their license and it is the responsibility of other runners and hikers to insure themselves personally. In addition, runners and hikers are strongly advised to take out personal accident insurance, covering their own risks.
In the event of abandonment or disqualification (by the organization or the medical team), the responsibility of the organization is released. Participation in the event is under the full responsibility of the competitors with denunciation of any recourse against the organizers in the event of damage and after-effects during the event or after the event.

IMAGE RIGHTS
Any participant in the VVX event expressly waives the right to his or her image during the event, as he or she waives any recourse against the organizer and its approved partners for the use made of his or her image.
Only the organisation can transmit this image right to any media, via an accreditation or an appropriate licence.
Any communication about the event or use of images of the event must be done in accordance with the name of the event, the registered trademarks and with the official agreement of the organization.

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY AND FREEDOM
The organisation reserves the right to communicate the list of participants and their contact details to its partners.
In accordance with the French Data Protection Act of 06/01/1978, participants have the right to access, rectify or delete their personal information by written request to the organisation, specifying their surname, first name and bib number.

ACCEPTANCE OF THE RULES AND ETHICS OF THE EVENT
The registration of a participant certifies that he or she has read these rules and that he or she undertakes to comply with all of its provisions without restriction. Registering for one of the races or hikes of the event implies, on the part of the participants, the full and total acceptance (i.e. without reservation) of these rules, the ethics of the event and any instructions sent by the organization to the participants.
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REGULATION 
HIKING
GENERAL
The Volvic Volcanic Experience (VVX) event, which will take place on 28, 29, 30 and 31 May 2025, is organised by the Volvic Volcanic association, whose headquarters are located at 5 Rue des Sources – Le Goulet, 63530 Volvic. The hiking part of the event meets the regulations of the French Hiking Federation. The hikes are also accessible to Nordic Walking practitioners.

On this 7th edition, the Rando'Impluvium Experience will take the loop of the 15 km Lava Rock Experience Trail circuit.

Distance: 15 km – 450 m D+. From 8 years old.
Single price: €16 for all adults and free for children and teenagers from 8 to 16 years old.

PLACE
The organisation (reception, starts, arrivals, podium, entertainment village) is located on the site of the Volvic source (near the Volvic Origines Information Centre), Rue des Sources – Le Goulet 63530 Volvic. However, no vehicle parking spaces are available on site. CHARACTERISTICS OF THE EVENT
1. The Grande Traversée Volcanic Experience is a semi-autonomous sporting challenge, which will take place from 28 to 30 May 2025.

2. This adventure is open to solos and female , male or mixed duos.


3. This event will start on Wednesday, May 28, 2025 at 10:00 a.m.  and the closing time of the race is set at 00:00 a.m. on Friday, May 30, 2025, i.e. a maximum of 62 hours to complete this challenge and become a finisher.

4. An official ranking will be established according to the order of arrival of the duos and solos within this allotted time of 62 hours. The duos are strictly inseparable. In the event of a rider abandoning, the 2nd runner will not be able to continue the adventure on the solo formula.

5. The course will take the competitors from the resort of Lioran in the Cantal (15) to the sources of Volvic (63) via the Plomb du Cantal, the Puy Mary, the Cézallier massif, the Massif du Sancy and the Chaine des Puys; i.e. about 224km and 8300 D+ in the heart of the Regional Natural Park of the Volcanoes of Auvergne.

No markings are set up because the route is followed using a roadbook and GPS tracks (provided by the organization).

At the medical base / cold refreshments (Col de Serre), competitors will find:

· Cold solid supplies;
· Energy products;
· Cold and hot drinks;
· Toilet;
· Medical assistance (doctor and associated medical teams).

On the 4 life bases, competitors will find:

· A hot dish;
· Energy products;
· Cold and hot drinks;
· Toilets / Showers (showers subject to change);

9. No accompaniment is allowed throughout the course (with the exception of the kilometre before and after the life bases) under penalty of immediate disqualification. Checks will be carried out along the route.

10. All participants are required to scrupulously respect the highway code throughout the course. The organizer cannot be sought or worried in the event of non-compliance with all these instructions. For the passage at the Puy de Dômes cogwheel train (Sentier des Muletiers), the runners will have to give way to the panoramic train of the domes.

11. The majority of the areas crossed by the marked paths are private property. Take your rubbish with you, stay on the marked paths, do not disturb the wildlife, etc. are small, simple gestures to respect nature, the inhabitants and other visitors.

12. In order to protect the health of the competitors, their entourage, volunteers and the public, the organizer will scrupulously respect all the injunctions and instructions imposed by the administrative authority concerning the health crisis caused by the COVID 19 virus if recommendations in this sense are necessary at the time of the races. These measures are now specified in the "Guide of health recommendations for the organisation of races and the fight against the spread of the COVID 19 virus" issued by the French Athletics Federation on 21 July 2020. It will be necessary to refer to this document if necessary. It is specified that the protective measures concerned may lead to significant changes in the organisation of events, in the route and schedule of the races, in the number of participants, in the procedures to be respected and even to their outright cancellation. Each participant undertakes to comply with these administrative measures, present and those that may be taken in the future, without any reservation. No refund can be requested from the organizer as a result.

Any runner declaring COVID symptoms before the race must report to the organization by calling the race doctor. Any runner declaring COVID symptoms within 15 days of the race must declare it to the organization by phone at 0805383944 (not surcharged) or by email at info@sportips.fr.

13. The XGTV course is ITRA certified and is a 6-point UTMB© qualifying race.

14. Two rankings will be established: a duo ranking and a solo ranking so that each finisher can recover his UTMB/ITRA points.

The GPX track provided ensures continuity of the route. However, on the Roadbook, the highlighted track will be the imposed track. Some passages (e.g. village crossings) will not be highlighted, which will allow runners to take the route of their choice between the two tracks (e.g. to find water or buy food...). The two supports (Trace GPX and Roadbook) are therefore complementary.

CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION AND REGISTRATION
The Grande Traversée Volcanic Experience is open to anyone born in 2005 or before (Categories Espoir to Master 11), licensed or not. To validate their registration, each runner must fill in and provide a registration form on: https://sportips.fr/race/VVX25/courses as well as the certificate of acceptance of these rules with the mention "read and approved" handwritten, dated and signed (see appendix 3).


Each competitor must submit on this Sportips registration module before May 15, 2025:

· An XGTV-specific medical certificate dated less than 1 year in relation to the date of 28 May 2025 (see Annex 1),

· Proof  (email, diploma, copy of the result via the event website) proving that each competitor has participated in and completed 1 ultra trail in medium or high mountains of at least 24 hours and/or 1 raid of at least 24 hours in 2022, 2023 or 2024 (or early 2025). For duos, it is accepted that only one of the two riders can have validated the previous criterion,

- A medical information sheet that will only be accessible to the doctor and the race director (see appendix 2),

All these documents must be sent electronically.

Services provided by the organization, per runner or by duo:
· 1 bib;
· 1 Hot post-race meal and drink in Volvic;
· 1 ticket for the closing concert of the VVX on Saturday 31 May 2025 in Volvic;
· 1 Tee-Shirt finisher ;
· 1 Souvenir Gift;
· The ranking and validation of 6 ITRA points;
· 1 geolocation system with GPS beacon and emergency call per team. This tag will allow you to have a live follow-up of the duet / solo. A deposit check will be requested from participants when the beacon is handed over at the time of bib collection;
· 1 route roadbook;
· 1 GPX track with the file of tracks and waypoints to download on your personal GPS will be sent about 5 days before the event to all participants to avoid possible changes on the track;
· In the event of a fallback, you will have to use the roadbook, in paper format, which was provided to you by download.
+
· 5 bases (4 living bases + 1 medical base/cold supplies) with liquid and solid supplies, hot meals with local products, toilets, medical assistance, physiotherapy;
· The shuttle bus to get to Laveissière – Lioran station. Meeting point at 5:30 am at the P3 car park in the historic centre; Wednesday, May 28, 2025.
· 24-hour security on the race provided by professionals;
· Shuttle for the repatriation of the runners (in case of abandonment, repatriation with the base managers, after passage of all the competitors);
· Electronic timekeeping;
· A free application for Live Tracking on Smartphone and screen at the finish.

COURSE OF THE TEST
The Volcanic XGTV Grande Traversée Experience will depart from the Lioran resort in the Cantal on Wednesday, May 28, 2025 at 10:00 am. It is then a mid-mountain circuit of about 224 kilometers and with about 8300 meters of elevation gain.


Bib collection + bag check and race instructions : Tuesday 27 May 2025 from 4 pm to 8 pm on the Goulet site in Volvic. The bag check (equipment mandatory) will be done at 4:30 p.m., 6:30 p.m. or 8 p.m. (30 runners maximum per slot).

Drop-off of lightening bags : Tuesday 27 May 2025 during the collection of bibs on the Goulet site in Volvic (former factory) from 4 p.m. to 8 p.m. on the Goulet site in Volvic (former factory), and only during these time slots.

Important clarification regarding lightening bags:
Not provided by the organization – 10 kg max/bag with mandatory full closure (no open bag such as garbage bag/supermarket) with label specifying name and surname.


Departure by shuttle: Wednesday 28 May 2025 at 5:30 am at the P3 car park of the historic centre in Volvic, departure before 6 am in the direction of Lioran. Mandatory for participants 

Arrival at Lioran on Wednesday 28 May 2025 at 9:00 am max. Welcome + entertainment + breakfast
+ briefing et photo participants.

Race briefing: Wednesday 28 May 2025, 30 min (9:30 am) before the start.

Official start of the race: Wednesday 28 May 2025 at 10:00 am at Lioran sur Front de Neige.

The finishes will be judged on the Goulet site in Volvic on Friday 30 May 2025 at midnight, i.e. a maximum time of 62 hours to complete the complete course.


BIBS
Each bib is given individually to each competitor on presentation of a photo ID, and after having signed the certificate of acceptance of these rules with the words "read and approved" handwritten, dated and signed. If this is not the case, the participant will be refused by the organization to take the start. The bib must be visible throughout the race and be presented at the controls along the course and at the bases.

In Volvic, the bib is the necessary pass to access the shuttle, the treatment rooms, rest rooms, showers, bag drop-off or collection areas and of course the 5 living quarters.


LOCATION AND CONTROL
A location application will be provided and a GPS beacon will be provided to each competitor. This beacon allows the organization to follow the progress of the runners, its route and thus ensure its safety on the course.

Some road crossings must be approached with vigilance, the highlighted track of the Roadbook must be respected under penalty of disqualification. 

These are the crossings:

· From the RD 122 – km 13 – Les Chazes – Compulsory crossing under the road;
· From the RD 3 – km 53.5 – between 'Roche' and 'Pierrebesse';
· From the RD 978 – km 102 – under 'Vassivière';
· From the RD 983 – km 148 – under the farm of La Tache;
· From the RD 996 – km 154 – 'Planches' roundabout;
· From RD 983 – km 164 – Col de Guéry ;
· From the RD 2089 – km 184 – Col de la Ventouse – Passing through the car park;
· From the RD 942 – km 197 – after Laschamps
· From the RD 941 – km 212 – Vulcania roundabout;
· From the RD 943 – km 219 – Le Cratère.

The route very rarely takes asphalt roads, on these sections, stay on the side of the road and concentrate:

· On the RD 62 then RD 16 – km 70 to km 71 – Pont des Moines-Feniers
· On the RD 62 – km 76.4 to km 76.8 – Vaisset
· On the RD 203 – km 97.4 to km 98.7 – Lac Chauvet
· On the RD 996 – km 145.3 to km 145.8 – Col de la Croix Morand

For the rest of the course, a penalty will be awarded to each solo/duo if they are deemed out of track. This penalty will be left to the free will of the race director after verification at the finish.

The duos must stay together under penalty of disqualification. No tolerance will be given to this breach.

It is therefore imperative for each solo/duo to have at least 1 phone in charge for GPS tracking, in the race bag throughout the event. At any time during the race, each participant must be able to prove that the charge of their phone (or GPS) and their charging batteries allow them to reach the finish, (same obligation for the headlamp).

Tracking information will be available on the internet.

TIME BARRIERS
Time barriers will be defined at the bases and/or any other place deemed useful by the organization for security reasons. They are calculated to allow participants to reach the finish within the maximum time imposed of 62 hours.

To be allowed to continue the event, teams and solos must leave the life base before the indicated cut-off time (time barrier).
Any competitor who is disqualified by the organisation will not be able to continue his journey on the trail of the event. After returning his bib and GPS beacon, he will have to return to Volvic by his own means or wait for the possibility of transport by a volunteer to the living base.

ABANDONMENT AND REPATRIATION
The organization will ensure the repatriation of runners (who abandon or are disqualified at a time barrier) from the bases, without any time commitment. In the event of abandonment at any other point of the course, with some exceptions, the runners will have to organize themselves by their own means to reach the nearest life base.
In the event of abandonment, the return of the lightening bag to Volvic cannot be guaranteed before the end of the event.

MANDATORY EQUIPMENT 
For obvious safety reasons, participants undertake on their honour to keep with them all the mandatory equipment listed below.
Systematic checks will be carried out at the start and at the life bases and randomly throughout the course.







Individual equipment mandatory

· Minimum water reserve 1.5 liters at the departure and departure of each life base;
· Micropure or water filtration system;
· Safety energy food reserve, mini 1000 kcal;
· 1 headlamp in good working order with batteries or spare battery;
· Survival blanket (minimum 140x210cm);
· 1 whistle;
· 1 warm long-sleeved underwear in breathable fabric, adapted to the size of the runner (Tshirt + pair of cuffs accepted);
· A 2nd long-sleeved layer (fleece type), adapted to the size of the runner;
· A 3rd long-sleeved layer with hood (Gore-Tex type or equivalent), adapted to the size of the runner;
· 1 Gore-Tex type pants or equivalent, adapted to the size of the runner;
· 1 long pair of sports pants or tights, adapted to the size of the runner (3/4 + pair of sleeves accepted);
· 1 pair of gloves, 1 hat or buff;
· 1 manual compass;
· 1 multi-purpose cup or eco-cup;
· 1 bowl or bowl + cutlery for hot meals on a living base (possibility of putting in a lightening bag on a living base or backpack of your choice): nothing will be provided by the organization, principle of eco-responsibility and compliance with health measures (if still applicable);
· 1 duvet mandatory in a race bag (minimum 200 g);
· 4 lightening bags per runner with a capacity of about 20l.

Each bag must be perfectly identified, they can be transported by us to each of the 4 living bases (Base N°2 to N°5). If the lightening bags are carried by your assistance, you can only pick them up at the 4 life bases. In the event of transport by you, the organization cannot be held responsible in the event of a defect in your equipment. Any use of these lightening bags outside the life bases will be sanctioned by disqualification.


Mandatory equipment per team or for the solo runner
· 1 knife;
· 1 lighter;
· 1 set of waterproof cards (card holder or waterproof paper); (printing at the expense of each runner)
· 1 mobile phone (with registered organization numbers), charging with waterproof pouch;
· 1 charger (solar, portable, rechargeable);
· 1 GPS or watch on which the tracks provided by the organization have been downloaded;
· The roadbook and maps of the route;
· 1 emergency headlamp with batteries or spare battery;
· 1 first aid kit to treat small wounds and minor ailments: 1 complete Velpeau crepe strip (unopened) small model (5cm), 1 sachet of sterile compresses, 1 adhesive strip (plaster/tensoplast..), 1 single-dose saline pipette, 1 tweezers, 4 PARACETAMOL tablets or equivalent (Painkiller Level 1) -> NO ANTI-INFLAMMATORY,  2 anti-blister plasters of your choice.

Important: Any failure to comply with the mandatory equipment will result in a 1-hour penalty. 
Other equipment strongly recommended for your safety (non-exhaustive list)
· Minimum cash €20;
· Waterproof Bag, Emergency Poncho, Tealight;
· Sticks;
· Other change of clothes;
· 1 Pair of sunglasses;
· String, sunscreen, petroleum jelly or anti-heating cream;
· Floor mat in a lightening bag for resting on a life base;
· etc.

SAFETY AND WHAT TO DO IN THE EVENT OF AN ACCIDENT
The Race HQ will be set up in Volvic and controllers  will be spread over the entire course and at the living quarters. First aid teams will provide medical follow-up throughout the course. These people will be the only interlocutors for the runners who will have to contact them in case of problems.

If necessary, they will be responsible for alerting and coordinating public rescue.

In the event of an accident:
Runners will have to use their first aid kit to provide first aid.
In the event of an emergency or impossibility to travel, they must alert the Race Doctor or the Race Director.

In the event of bad weather conditions, and for safety reasons, the Race Director reserves the right to modify the course, to modify the time barriers or, if necessary, to stop the event or make a stop and go at the life bases. Its decisions are final and without discussion.

In the event of a change in the route, new maps (paper roadbook) will be provided on a life base with a fallback route, less exposed. It is therefore mandatory to know how to read an IGN map (legend, contour lines, equidistance, distance estimate, etc.)

INSURANCE

Individual accident:
Each competitor must be in possession of an individual accident insurance covering the costs of search and evacuation in France in the Moyenne Montagne sector. Such insurance can be taken out with any organization of the competitor's choice, and in particular with the French Athletics Federation via the subscription of a license or with the French Federation of Mountain and Climbing, etc.

For runners who are members of the ITRA (International Trail Running Association), it is possible to take out Assistance - Repatriation insurance which covers the costs of search and rescue worldwide. For more information, please visit: www.itra.run

Civil liability:
The organizer takes out civil liability insurance for the duration of the event. This civil liability insurance covers the financial consequences of his liability, that of his employees, the participants.



IMAGE RIGHTS
Any competitor expressly waives the right to his image during the event, as he waives any recourse against the organizer and its approved partners for the use made of his image. Only the organisation can transmit this image right to any media, via an accreditation or an appropriate licence. Any communication about the event or use of images of the event must be done in accordance with the name of the event, the registered trademarks and with the official agreement of the organization.

TEAM MODIFICATION AND CANCELLATION
The initial composition of the teams can be changed before May 15, 2025. She will be evaluated by the Race Committee who will make the decision whether or not to accept her entry, its decision being final.

Any cancellation of registration of an entire team or solo participant must be made by e-mail or registered mail. No withdrawals are recorded by telephone.

The refund of the registration fee can only be made under the following conditions:
· From January 01 to February 15, 2025 60%;
· From February 16 to May 15, 2025 40%;
· After May 15, 2025, no refunds will be made.

In the event of withdrawal by one of the teammates, it will not be possible to recover part of the registration fee. Registration is nominative. It is not permitted to transfer your entry to another race or to another person for any reason.

In the event of an accident or serious illness of the runner, it is necessary to provide a medical certificate signed and stamped by the doctor attesting to the contraindication to participate in the race. Any other reason for cancellation must be justified by a signed and stamped certificate issued by the competent authority.

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY AND FREEDOM
The organisation reserves the right to communicate the list of participants and their contact details to its partners. In accordance with the French Data Protection Act of 06/01/1978, participants have the right to access, rectify or delete their personal information by written request to the organisation, specifying their surname, first name and bib number.

ACCEPTANCE OF THE RULES AND ETHICS OF THE EVENT
The registration of a participant certifies that he or she has read these rules and that he or she undertakes to comply with all of its provisions without restriction. Registration implies full acceptance (i.e. without reservation) of these rules, the ethics of the event and any instructions sent by the organization to the participants.
